Why Only Focus on NY Legislative Race?

This Guide is directed primarily to the New York State Legislative races, because the State Senate and Assembly are ultimately the bodies who will vote on the pervert marriage issue.   

What’s at Stake.  A more sinister effect of pervert marriage may be a death sentence to the voice of morality.   A government recognition of homosexuality as a valid, normal lifestyle, “equal” to a heterosexual relationship, represents an official declaration that human beings have no duty or obligation to rule over their carnal desires.  A rise in violent sexual crimes, and child molestations, may very well follow on the heels of the state’s official recognition, through pervert marriage, that man is powerless over his passions.  

“Gender Expression” anti-discrimination laws that passed the Assembly, but not the Senate, would make it illegal for an employer to fire a person after discovering that the person is a cross-dresser.  Under these despicable laws, a man could interview for a job dressed as a woman, and the employer would be powerless to fire the person when it is discovered that he deceived the employer.
